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A major wildfire event in Chile began on 16 January 2026, with
multiple large fires igniting in the Nuble and Biobio regions amid extreme
heat, strong winds, and drought conditions. The fires remain active. So far,
authorities report at least 19 deaths and mass evacuations as emergency
efforts continue. Copernicus EMS Rapid Mapping is requested to provide
wildfire extent emergency mapping.
