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 Since early February, heavy
rainfall has been affecting
several regions of Peru and
Ecuador, triggering flash
floods, landslides and
mudslides, which have
resulted in casualties and
damage.

 As of the 1st of March, 51
fatalities in Peru and 14 in
Ecuador have been
reported. Furthermore, 228
houses in Peru and more
than 1 000 houses in
Ecuador have been
damaged, while several
villages have been blocked
across both countries.
