﻿Development of a moderate tropical storm is not expected for the next 5 days. 

The passage of an equatorial Rossby wave in the middle of the basin in a context of negative IOD may give some 
vorticity towards the end of the week.

NOTA BENE: The likelihood is an estimate of the chance of genesis of a moderate tropical storm over the basin within 
the next five days:

Very low: less than 10%      Moderate: 30% to 60%      Very high: over 90%     
Low: 10% to 30%                 High: 60% to 90%
