The basin is in a winter configuration, although there is a fairly small near-equatorial trough in the central part of the 
basin. Convective activity is practically non-existent.
﻿
The large-scale context remains unfavourable, with the absence of a MJO over the basin limiting convective activity.

﻿Development of a tropical storm is not expected over the next 5 days. 

10-day outlook : Conditions expected to remain unconducive for cyclogenesis.

NOTA BENE: The likelihood is an estimate of the chance of genesis of a moderate tropical storm over the basin within 
the next five days:
