Convective activity is weak except in the east of the basin around the TPE and in the Mozambique Channel northeast of 
Madagascar.
﻿
The negative IOD and MJO/equatorial Rossby westerly anomalies explain the current convective activity over the 
eastern part of the basin.

﻿

ForFor the next 5 days, there is no risk of a tropical storm forming in the basin.

10-day outlook : 
The dry phase of the MJO should strenghten over the basin, next week and further hinder the cyclogenesis risk.

NOTA BENE: The likelihood is an estimate of the chance of genesis of a moderate tropical storm over the basin within 
the next five days:

Very low: less than 10%      Moderate: 30% to 60%      Very high: over 90%     
Low: 10% to 30%                 High: 60% to 90%
