PART 2 : TROPICAL WEATHER DISCUSSION
﻿
The Near Equatorial Trough (NET) remains poorly-defined. There is no significant convective activity over our basin.
﻿
Low-frequency background combined with a dry phase of the MJO make conditions unfavorable for cyclogenesis.

﻿There is no risk of tropical storm development over the next 5 days. 

Extended 10-day outlook : Over the first week of December, easterly wind anomalies near the equator should continue to 
limit cyclogenesis potential.

NOTA BENE: The likelihood is an estimate of the chance of genesis of a moderate tropical storm over the basin within 
the next five days:

Very low: less than 10%      Moderate: 30% to 60%      Very high: over 90%     
Low: 10% to 30%                 High: 60% to 90%
